2 The above standalone financial results ('the Statement') of the Global Surfaces Limited f'the Company"), were reviewed by lhe Audit Committee and approved by the Board 
of Directors of the Company at their meeting held on May 29, 2024. 

3 As per Ind AS 108, 'Operating Segments', the Company has disciosed the segment infonnation only as part of consolidated financial results. 

4 The Board of Directors of the company at its meeting held on May 22, 2024, has approved to provide a Corporate Guarantee in favour of National Bank of Umm Al Qaiwain 
PSC ilenderj for the Credit faciities for an amount of up to AED 35 milfion proposed to be availed by Global Surfaces FZE ('Borrower"), a wholly owned subsidiary of the 
Company. The potential liability of the Company under the Guarantee shall not exceed AED 38.5 Million i.e. 110% of the total facility amount to be provided to the Borrower. 
This guarantee has been provided on behalf of a wholly owned subsidiary of the Company which is part of the consolidated group.
